Cathedral Library, Modern Theological Collection 





The Cathedral’s ‘Historic Collection’ has been collected since the 13th Century and although many of the earliest items have been lost over the centuries, it still contains a small number of pre-Dissolution volumes. Today the majority of items in the collection date from before 1851. It includes a collection of materials relating to the history of the Cathedral, its officials, and its place in the wider history of the city, the county, and the diocese.





Accessibility: The Library Service is on the first floor but there is easy wheelchair access via level entrance, automatically opening doors and a lift to the first floor.  














The Cathedral Library provides a working base to support cathedral and local staff throughout the diocese. It also supports the teaching and research work of the St Bede’s Theological Institute attached to the cathedral.


The Library contains books, printed journals and e-journals and provides access to a selection of electronic databases in the fields of theology, pastoral care and architecture.
